Get up. Stand up. Speak up. 



How to write a story
First, you should plan your story. Think about the questions who, what, where, when and why to help you gather ideas. You can also think about:

The characters

Start with the main character(s). Think about their name, age, interests, what they look like, their friends… 

Then, think about the supporting character(s). How do they know the main character(s)? Do they get on well?

The plot

You can break the plot down into:
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Exposition: this is the start of the story. How will you make people interested? Can you think of an exciting opening sentence?

Rising action: this is where the events really start. Think of something funny, exciting, or
surprising that could happen. 
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Climax: this is the most exciting part of the story. Something dramatic could happen here. 
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Falling action: after the climax, you can describe how the characters solved the problem and what happened afterwards. 
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Resolution: how will your story end? Are you going to leave the ending open, or have a happy ending? Think about what will happen to your characters at the end. 

The writing process

You can write a draft of your story first. 

Try to make your text as interesting as possible. Use adjectives, adverbs, different sentence starters, conjunctions, and connectives. 

Give your draft to someone else to read and ask them for feedback. Then you can make any changes to your story, for example things that didn’t work, or parts you don’t like. 
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
