Get up. Stand up. Speak up. 



How to make a protest poster
When you make a protest poster, you should:
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Decide what you want to protest about (examples: climate change, women’s rights, sexism, discrimination, …).
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Think a word, slogan, or short sentence that will catch people’s attention. It should be quick and easy to read, and easy to understand. Remember it has to fit on a poster!
A pun or a play on words can be very effective, for example “There is no planet B.” 
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Practise a few different designs for your poster. 

· How do you want your poster to look?

· What colours do you want to use?

· How big do you want the letters to be?

· Do you want some words to stand out more than others?

· Can people read it from far away? 

· Do you want to use any pictures, photos, or designs?

· Will people know what you are protesting straight away? 
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Make your poster. Make sure it’s bright and eye-catching!
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Put your poster up somewhere or take it to your protest.
